“Polycarp also was not only in-
structed by apostles, and conversed 
with many who had seen Christ, but 
was also, by apostles in Asia, ap-
pointed bishop of the church in 
Smyrna, whom I also saw in my early 
youth, for he tarried [on earth] a very 
long time, and, when a very old man, 
gloriously and most nobly suffering 
martyrdom, departed this life, having 
always taught the things which he 
had learned from the apostles, and 
which the Church has handed down, 
and which alone are true. To these 
things all the Asiatic churches testify, 
as do also those men who have suc-
ceeded Polycarp down to the present 
time...The true knowledge is the 
doctrine of the apostles, and the an-
cient organization of the Church 
throughout the whole world, and the 
manifestation of the body of Christ 
according to the succession of bish-
ops, by which succession the bishops 
have handed down the Church which 
is found everywhere.” (Irenaeus, 
Against Heresies [A.D. 189]).  

Then the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, 
when the doors were shut where the disciples were assembled for 
fear of the Jews, came Jesus and stood in the midst, and saith 
unto them, Peace be unto you. And when he had so said, he 
shewed unto them his hands and his side. Then were the disci-
ples glad, when they saw the Lord. Then said Jesus to them 
again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so 
send I you. And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and 
saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost: Whose soever sins 
ye remit, they are remitted unto them; and whose soever sins ye 
retain, they are retained . . . And many other signs truly did Je-
sus in the presence of his disciples, which are not written in this 
book: But these are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is 
the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life 
through his name. St. John 20: 19-23, 30,31 

When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he 
asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son 
of man am? And they said, Some say that thou art John the 
Baptist: some, Elias; and others, Jeremias, or one of the 
prophets. He saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am? 
And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the 
Son of the living God. And Jesus answered and said unto him, 
Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not 
revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven. And 
I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I 
will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail 
against it. And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom 
of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be 
bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth 
shall be loosed in heaven. St. Matthew 16: 13-19 

“Through countryside and city [the apostles] preached, and they appointed their earliest converts, 
testing them by the Spirit, to be the bishops and deacons of future believers. Nor was this a novelty, 
for bishops and deacons had been written about a long time earlier. . . . Our apostles knew through 
our Lord Jesus Christ that there would be strife for the office of bishop. For this reason, therefore, hav-
ing received perfect foreknowledge, they appointed those who have already been mentioned and after-
wards added the further provision that, if they should die, other approved men should succeed to their 
ministry.” (St. Clement, Letter to the Corinthians 42:4–5, 44:1–3 [A.D. 80]).  

“The words of our Lord Jesus Christ are plain that He sent His Apostles and 
gave to them alone the power that had been given to Him by His Father.  And 
we have succeeded to them, governing the Lord's Church with the same 
power.”  (Seventh Council Of Carthage [c. A.D. 256]) 

“In this order, and by this suc-
cession, the ecclesiastical tradi-
tion from the Apostles, and the 
preaching of the truth, have 
come down to us.” St. Irenaeus  

“He cannot be reckoned 
as a bishop who succeeds 
no one...For he who has 
not been ordained in the 
Church can neither have 
nor hold to the Church 
in any way...How can he 
be esteemed a pastor, 
who succeeds to no one, 
but begins from him-
self?  For the true shep-
herd remains and pre-
sides over the Church of 
God by successive ordi-
nation…” (St. Cyprian Of 
Carthage, "Letter To Mag-
nus," [c. A.D. 250])
